2. Decorations on the box should not exceed 15” tall.

3. Avoid wheels, placing float on truck body, motorized toys or a piece of cardboard larger than the
shoebox.

4. Only one float per amateur applicant

5. A school group may enter no more than three floats per class.

6. Name of individual or group should be placed on the bottom of the float only.

7. Floats will be received on Friday, February 3, 2012 from 3:00 — 4:30 pm at the Bureau.

8. Judging will be based on theme, originality and construction. 1%, 2", and 3" place awards will be

presented Saturday, February 4, 2012 by Gumbeaux Gator at the Bureau.
9. Shoebox floats will remain on display at the Bureau through Friday, February 24, 2012.
10. The People’s Choice Award will be announced Thursday, February 23, 2012.
11. Once the display has concluded, the floats must be picked up by Friday, February 24, 2012.
